


Contest Abbreviated Rules:
The Regions Charity Classic is looking for junior artists to design the 
official tournament poster. Students interested in participating must 
be legal U.S. residents of Alabama and enrolled in kindergarten 
through fifth grade at an Alabama school. The state of Alabama has 
been divided into four (4) contest areas. A winning poster will be 
chosen from each grade (K-5) within each contest area for a total of 
24 finalist throughout the state. Finalists will receive a technology 
prize package, a $100 savings bond, and a chance to become the 
Grand Prize Winner. The Grand Prize winning poster will be deemed 
the official tournament poster.  Regions Charity Classic  will make 
a $10,000 donation to the Grand Prize Winner’s school and a 
$10,000 donation to Children’s Hospital of Alabama in the Grand 
Prize Winner’s name.

Grade Level Finalist Prize (ARV: $200):
} A technology prize package for winner
} $100 savings bond from Regions Bank for winner

Grand Prize (ARV: $1,000):
} $10,000 to winner’s school
} $10,000 donation in winner’s name to Children’s Hospital of

winner and family (one room, maximum occupancy of four), plus 
admission to tournament on Sunday (four tickets)

Poster Theme:
Each poster must concern or otherwise relate to the Regions Charity 
Classic golf tournament, and must contain the tournament theme. 
A brief depiction of the unique features of the tournament and golf 
course is provided below.
} �Hoover, AL, will host the Regions Charity Classic at the beautiful 

Robert Trent Jones Golf Trail at Ross Bridge. Ross Bridge is a 
beautiful green golf course with waterfalls, lakes, bridges and a

castle-like hotel. The Regions Charity Classic is a professional  
men’s golf tournament (age 50 and older). The tournament has raised 
almost $10 million for Alabama charities.

Design Regulations:
} �Posters may be designed horizontally or vertically and must measure 

11” x 17”. Posters larger or smaller will not be considered for judging.
} �Students may use any coloring device as long as the final artwork 

does not smudge. Posters must be in full color.

Poster must correctly include the following information:
} �Event name: Regions Charity Classic
} �Dates: May 12–16, 2010
} �Location: Ross Bridge

Submission Procedures:
} All hand-delivered entries must be received by Alabama Regions 
   branches by close of business April 24, 2010. Mail-in entries must 
   be addressed to the following address, postmarked on or before 
   April 24, 2010, and received on or before May 3, 2010.

Contestants and contestants’ parents/
legal guardians agree that their entries and artwork become the sole 
property of contest sponsor, and that sponsor may publish and use 
any artwork submitted without compensation.

} �Artwork will be judged based on the following criteria: use of the 
tournament theme, creativity and coloring quality.
